Good, clean racing as well a5 success being applawsded
Avoiding public criticism of an avent, organiser, officials or thesr decisions, including
through social media, as this could be seen a5 detrimental to those invalved, at all
levels, and to the sport as a whobs

Some penalties may need to be imposed in order 1o react to any disrespectiul
bpehaviour and this could include onward referral o the Champéonship Stewarnds (or
the Clul Committes wheare there is no Championship)

In extreme cases sanctions could lead (o possible axpulsion from tha
Championship or Club.
